You have the right to request an initial inspection of your unit and be present during that inspection.  In order to have an initial inspection, you must do the following:  


1.   Your request for the initial inspection must in writing.  

2.  The request must be received at least two weeks prior to the termination of the                tenancy.  

You and the Owner/Landlord must agree upon an inspection date with at least 48 hours notice prior to the inspection.  In the event, an agreement cannot be reached, Owner/Landlord may inspect the premises with 48 hours notice, whether you are present or not.  At this initial inspection, Owner/Landlord will provide an itemized statement specifying repairs or cleaning that are proposed to be the basis for the deductions from the security deposit.  No later than three weeks (21 days) after Owner/Landlord has regained possession of the premises, Owner/Landlord shall provide resident with an itemized statement, indicating the basis for, and the amount of, any security received and the disposition of the security and shall return any remaining portion of the security deposit to Resident.

If you fail to quit and deliver up possession, legal proceedings will be instituted against you to obtain possession and such proceedings could result in a judgment against you, which could include holdover rent, damages (including up to $600.00 pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure section 1174(b) and any other damages allowed by law), costs and attorneys' fees.
